2.1 STARTING

2.1.1 Take out the heater from the carton carefully. Please save the carton for off-season
storage.

2.1.2 Make sure the convector heater in OFF position before switching on.

2.1.3 Fixing the convector steadily according to the mounting instruction.

2.1.4 It's better not to use the same electric outlet with other high wattage electrical

appliances in order to avoid overloading your circuit.

2.2 POWER CONTROL

2.3 TEMPERATURE CONTROL
Plug in the convector , rotating the knob to set the desired temperature.
When theambient temperature is lower than the setting temperature, the convector
starts to work,and the heating light will be on;when it is higher than the setting
temperature, the unit will automatically switch to “STAND-BY” condition, and the
heating light will be out.

The unit is equipped with a high limit switch, the heater will automatically shut off if
it is in an over-heating condition.It will automatically come back to work when it
cools down.

CLEANING INSTRUCTIONS

dirt.
